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All Persons on the property of Jumping H Farm are expected to act appropriately and safely at all
times.
a. USE COMMON SENSE
1) Just because you can do it doesn’t mean you should
i1) Just because your horse will do it doesn’t mean you should try it
b. Rude or obnoxious behavior will not be tolerated
Destructive or unsafe behavior will not be tolerated
d. Be courteous to other boarders and guests of JHF
All Riders under 21 MUST wear protective headgear at all times while mounted
a. Guests of Boarders are REQUIRED to wear helmets while riding.
b. Itis REQUIRED that protective headgear be worn while jumping
c. Itis Stressed that all Boarders SHOULD wear protective headgear at all times
Correct and proper footwear is to be worn while riding. Shoe or boot with appropriate heel for safety
a. No flip flops, open toe shoes or sandals are to be worn while handling horses. Safe footwear only
ALL RIDERS, BOARDERS and GUESTS of Boarders are required to sign a liability release form
before riding. NO EXCEPTIONS (INSURANCE REQUIREMENT)
a. Boarders are responsible for their guests please be sure all guests are aware of Rules
No one under the age of 14 will be allowed on the property without a supervising ADULT present.
a. Exceptions may be made on a case by case basis with prior permission with a parent contacting me
first
Close all gates and rehook all electric fences when coming into or out of pastures
Keep Barn Area Clean
a. Pick up after yourself
b. Dispose of Drink and snack wrappers in trash cans provided.
Cross Tie / Grooming area is to remain clean at all times.
a. Pick up manure
b. Empty wheelbarrow and return it to where you found it
If you use a stall for your horse you are responsible for cleaning that stall.
Please do not use other peoples equipment without permission this includes but not limited to:
Saddles, Bridles, Halters, Brushes, Fly spray, Cleaning Supplies, Blankets
a. Ifyoudon’t have permission don’t use it
b. Ifyou do have permission to borrow it, clean it and put it back where you found it
c. Ifyou break it, own up to it and replace it
NO riding INTO or OUT of the barn. You must mount and dismount your horse outside of the barn
area.
Do NOT tie horses to fence rails, stall doors, or gates.
a. Support posts, Stall Wall Bars, Cross Ties, Trees, or Horse Trailer may be use for Tying
b. DO NOT leave horses loose or unattended in cross tie area. If you need to use a stall to tack up and
untack do so.
DO NOT RIDE other boarders horses without express permission each time you ride.
Do not change jump course in arena without permission.
a. Heights may be changed if needed
b. JHF is not responsible for any accidents to horse or rider while jumping.
c. Do not jump another boarders horse unless that boarder is present
DO NOT JUMP in the arena for TWO FULL Days after a heavy rain.
a. It is dangerous for the horses and it tears up the footing.
b. Use rake provided to smooth out footing on course after riding over jumps
NO JUMPING of JHF horses or horses in the care of JHF unless I am present.
a. All JHF horses being jumped must wear protective splint boots
NO Riding of JHF horses or horses in the care of JHF without express permission each time you
wish to ride.
Be courteous of all riders in the riding ring.
a. Ifyou are a more advanced rider watch for less proficient riders in the ring
b. If there are more people riding then the ring will support please limit your ring ride to 45 minutes to
allow others waiting
c. Lessons students have priority in the ring
NO SMOKING IN THE BARN
The use of Illegal substances will not be tolerated by boarders or guests
Please put all of your tack, grooming supplies and equipment away when you are finished.
Be sure water is turned off when you leave.
Turn all barn lights off when you leave. Including tack room and lock door
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
